3 COMMON MISTAKES TO AVOID

MISTAKE #1: v (on L

"Now listen, you who say, “Today or tomorrow we will go to this or that city, spend a year
there, carry on business, and make money." (vs. 13)
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"Instead, you ought to say,: IF it is the Lord's will, we will live and do this or that.”" (vs. 15)

"We may make our plans, but God has the last word." Prov. 16:1 (GN)

"We should make plans — counting on God to direct us." Prov. 16:9 (LB)
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"Why, you don't even know what will happen lomorrow. What is your life? You are a mist

that appears for a little while and then vanishes. As it is, you boast and brag. All such
